	DAY 1 Depart USA

Today, visit the 16th century ACCADEMIA OF FINE ARTS, who’s Tribuna has been home to Michelangelo's David since 1873. Walk to the Duomo, which was designed by Arnolfo di Cambio at the end of the 13th century, and continue to the Baptistery to view Ghiberti's famous "Gates of Paradise." Continue to Signoria Square and Ponte Vecchio, known as the "Old Bridge." Enjoy the afternoon at leisure in Florence. This evening, dine in an authentic Tuscan restaurant in the countryside. (B,D) 

DAY 6 Florence - Pisa - Venice
Travel through the central hills of Tuscany for Pisa. On arrival, view the famous Piazza del Miracoli with its Leaning Tower, the Baptistery, the Duomo, and the Monumental Cemetery. The four monuments of this extraordinary piazza make for a unique architectural blend of Romanesque and Gothic styles. Continue to Venice and enjoy the remainder of the afternoon at leisure. Dinner at hotel. (B,D)

Travel past Nymphenburg Palace and learn some interesting details from Bavarian history.
